Addendum to Highway Marker Memo, March 2023
The Nat Turner Trail, a local marker program sponsored by the County of Southampton, has been added to the agenda for the March 16 meeting of the Board of Historic Resources. 
This trail consists of 19 tabletop-style signs (similar to Civil War Trails signs) in the town of Courtland. Fourteen have already been installed, including seven on public property. The Southampton County Historical Society developed the texts.
The Code of Virginia requires that local markers display “prominent notice of the governing body, or its agent, which approved the text of the marker.” These signs do not currently do so. The county plans to procure weather-resistant stickers containing this information. These will then be attached to the signs.
When approving a local marker program, the Board of Historic Resources is charged with reviewing the design (shape, color, dimensions) of the local markers to verify that they are sufficiently different in appearance from the Virginia state highway markers. The board is not responsible for approving the content of the signs.
All signs in the Nat Turner Trail are 36 inches wide and 24 inches tall.
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By comparison, Virginia highway markers are 42 inches wide and 50 inches tall, and they stand on a single post.

‘What Happened Here?

Nt Turner and his men reached the widow Rebecca Vaughan's
house around noon on August 22, 1831. Rebecea heard riders
approaching, hinking itwas her son, George, coming home with
agroup of foxhunters. The insusrectionists had already killed
George. They then killed Arthus Vaughan's oher son, and the
overscer nearthe stll asthey rode up tothe house. Rebeccawas
inside with her 18-year-old nicce, Anne Elza Vaughan, who was
vsiting to plan her wedding, Hearing voices outside, Anne Eliza
came downstais. She was illed immediatcy, her body thrown
outside. Rebeceaasked to go upstitsto pray before mecting her
Maker. The nsurgents agrced, butshe prayed too long, They killed
herwhile she was sll on her knces. Nat Turner then urged his
followersto march toward Jerusalem, todays Courdand.

Howard Baugh (1920-200) was born and raised in
Petersburg. He graduated from what Is now
Virginia State University in 1941, joined the U.S.
Army Alr. Corps, and completed 'pllot training
at Tuskegee Army Alr Field in 1942. Deploved to
Sictly with the 99th Fighter Squadron, Baugh flew
155 combat missions durlng World War II and was
credited with 15 serlal victorles. He later served
& Director of Flying Training at Tuskegee. He
Yas avarded the Distinguished Flying Cross, the
Air Medal with 5 Oak Leaf Clusters, ~ the French
Legion of Honor, and the ~Congressional Gold
Modal. A 2006 Virginia Aviation' Hall of Fame
Inductee, he was buried In  Arlington National
Cometery with full military honors.
